Before Christmas, Rights and Democracy @ MTA organized an evening of caroling as part of the university’s AIDS Awareness Week. A small group of students and faculty went door-to-door in the Sackville community, sharing information and collecting 260$ worth of donations for the Steven Lewis Foundation. 
Following December 26, 2004, the world has been reeling from the shock of the tsunami. There has been tremendous energy on campus to raise money for the relief effort, and Rights and Democracy members have been instrumental in organizing this energy into a cohesive effort. A steering committee has been established with members from various concerned organizations, including Atlis, Free the Children, the Student Administrative Council, and a number of other Mount Allison societies.
